Beginning and end of the day conversations can be important too. Some teachers
are more communicative than others (and some parents easier to talk to), but it is important to develop a
relationship with your child’s teacher so that these conversations become easy and natural. Remember not
only to ask questions, but also to tell your child’s teacher about what is going on at home and things that
you may have noticed about your child.

Remember that when talking to the teacher about concerns that you may have about what goes on in the
classroom to focus on emotions first and solutions second. Understand how you and the teacher may feel
about the matter at hand and then discuss solutions. And don’t forget to show appreciation from time to
time for what your child’s teacher does!
